Neil Rosenbaum, President of Kosher Community Surveys LLC, said, "Some of this area’s
establishments received higher scores than I have seen in any of the cities surveyed this year."

The final survey report provides significant insight into the collective opinion of the community
about Philadelphia's kosher establishments. The report is a unique resource for consumers to use
in deciding which businesses to patronize. In addition, the results of the survey can provide
restaurants, bakeries and stores with guidance on how to better serve their customers. The survey
will be conducted on an annual basis to provide Philadelphia citizens and visitors a means to
evaluate changes in the quality of existing and future kosher establishments.
